The Roanridge Trust was established by the Cochel family, who gave a working farm in 
Missouri called Roanridge to The Episcopal Church. The grant funds support creative models 
of leadership development and training for laity and clergy in small towns and rural 
communities across the church. 
 
In February 2023, the Episcopal Church Executive Council approved the awarding of seven 
Constable Fund grants and eight Roanridge Trust grants—totaling over $487,000. For more 
information about either grant, contact Betsey Bell, executive assistant to the executive officer 
of the General Convention: bbell@episcopalchurch.org.
